Housing Report 
Maupin City Council Meeting March 22, 2023 
Councilor Peck 
Housing  

I had a nice conversation with Kirk Fatland on March 14th. 
He was able to give me a brief update for the Maupin Housing Visioning group's previous meeting of February 15th.. 
I am looking forward to joining the group so they have a liaison with the Council to share their ideas and obtain support 
with certain decisions.  We are lucky to have this group of  dedicated citizens who want to tackle our housing situation in 
Maupin. 

The Maupin Visioning group has come up with two goals: 

Big one, working towards the development of the City owned property west of town. 

Second smaller goal, developed a project package containing information and explaining the possibilities of ADUs and 
how to proceed. 
Therefore, if someone is considering this option they have a resource. 
The group feels this is the quickest path to provide housing. Although the City Council approved the idea, the concept 
has not taken off as expected so the hope is more information will spark interest. 
Also possibly enlightening  the committee what the barriers might be that people in the community haven't taken 
advantage of this opportunity  

The meeting for March 15th, 2023  was to have  representatives from HUD and MCED to share what they do and ways 
they can assist our group. 

I mentioned to Kirk my work with the South Wasco Alliance Housing Collaboration and suggested both groups could 
benefit from sharing ideas and information.

• First Annual South Wasco Garden Expo 
o Scheduled for April 1, 11 a.m. – 2 p.m. at the Civic Center. 
o City of Maupin is partnering with the Dig and Hoe Garden Club and the OSU Master 

Gardeners to offer this event to the communities of South Wasco County. 
 

• Life Raft Pantry Partnership 
o City Staff have been working with Kathy Richey and the board of the Life Raft Pantry to 

develop a partnership through which the City of Maupin will donate the cans and bottles 
from the recycle center. Pantry volunteers will be responsible for sorting and removing 
the cans and bottles and will provide quarterly financial reports to the city.  
 

• Adopt-A-Highway Scheduled for April 14, 2023. 
 

• Spring Clean-Up Day at the Recycle Center scheduled for April 15, 2023. 
 

 
Nuisance Abatement / Code Enforcement 
 

• Parking and Vehicle Violations 
o City staff participated in the first of a three-part meeting series with residents and 

business owners to review Maupin Zoning Ordinance 311, section 4.8 (b) and (c)- Off-
street parking requirements, as well as MMC Ch 9.10.150 and 9.10.160 (j) and MMC 
Ch. 9.10. 260. Data is being collected and reviewed by staff for presentation to Council at 
a subsequent meeting.  
 

• Noxious Weeds 
o OSU Master Gardener and Community Educator, Kendal Johnson, will attend the South 

Wasco Garden Expo on April 1 and present to the community on Noxious Weeds and 
safe, responsible abatement in preparation for the growing season. City staff have created 
and published a brochure on common noxious weeds of Maupin. It is now available on 
the city website.   
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• Temporary allowance of RV occupancy within the City of Maupin ends May 1, 2023. Maupin 
currently has seven properties registered in the RV Occupancy Program.  
Senate Bill 1013, currently being considered by the legislative assembly, would require counties 
to allow certain rural homeowners to site one recreational vehicle on their property. This 
legislation is indicative of the growing need for affordable housing in rural Oregon counties and 
may serve to signal the direction of the state.  
City staff respectfully request that Council review Senate Bill 1013, as well as the City of 
Maupin’s existing ordinances restricting RV occupancy in preparation for the May 1 
enforcement suspension deadline.

Maupin Zoning Ordinance 311, Section 4.8 (B) and (C)  
 
(B) No inoperable and/or unlicensed vehicles shall be parked on the public right-of-way for more than 48 hours. 
 
(C) Commercial vehicles, trucks, vans, recreational vehicles, including campers, fifth-wheel trailers, motor 
homes, boats, snowmobiles, rafts, and trailers shall not be allowed to be parked on the public right-of-way for 
more than 48 hours. 

Maupin Municipal Code 9.10.150 Junk. 

(1) No person shall keep any junk outdoors on any street, lot or premises, or in a building that is not wholly or 
entirely enclosed, except doors used for ingress and egress. 

(2) The term “junk” as used in this section includes all old motor vehicles, old motor vehicle parts, abandoned 
automobiles, old machinery, old machinery parts, old appliances or parts thereof, old iron or other metal, glass, 
paper, lumber, wood or other waste or discarded material. 

Maupin Municipal Code 9.10.160 Other specific nuisances prohibited. 

(1) It is unlawful for any person to maintain or allow to exist the following elements, practices or conditions on 
any property, including unoccupied structures, or within public road rights-of-way adjacent to that property, which 
shall be nuisances: 

(j) Any abandoned vehicle upon private or public property; however, a vehicle being restored and 
covered with an approved vehicle cover may be exempt;

Maupin Main Street Committee submitted a Main Street Revitalization Grant on behalf of Rod 
Woodside/Richmond’s Service. The total project cost is estimated at $296,380, with $96,380 
contributed in cash and in-kind administration and labor. The project scope of work includes façade 
improvements, roof replacement, and energy efficiency upgrades to maintain, restore, and improve 
operations for Richmond’s Service Station. The historic character of the building, including the windows, 
garage door, and awning, will be preserved. If awarded, the project planning will begin in the spring, 
with an estimated construction start date of September 1, 2023. 

Our application process began in the fall when we solicited interest forms from interested business and 
property owners. We received seven applications and used a scoring algorithm to review and choose 
the project that would be most likely to receive a Main Street Revitalization Grant. We’ve spent the last 
three months completing the application with Rod.  

This spring and summer we will begin working with interested property owners and businesses on 
applications for the next round of grant funding. We’ve learned a lot in the grant process during the last 
year and are excited to help property owners and businesses build winning applications.  

Maupin Main Street Committee continues to meet monthly. We have six voting members and are 
always looking for more interested people. Our Main Street Plan was approved by Council in January 
2022, and this year we are also hoping to revisit that plan and make updates.
